Although many may have heard already, it is with great
sadness that the Kubose family must share the news that
Rev. Sunnan Koyo Kubose passed away on Monday, March
7, 2022. Rev. Koyo’s passing was sudden and

unexpected. He experienced some abdominal discomfort and
went to the emergency room on Saturday, March 5th. After
an initial assessment, he was admitted that same day. His
bloodwork and tests were concerning and ongoing, and the
medical staff continued to assess and diagnose the issue
during his stay at the hospital. Due to COVID restrictions,
visitors were not allowed. However, Koyo’s son Tate was able
to visit in-person on the evening of Sunday, March

6th. During that visit, Koyo was also able to have virtual visits
with his son Kanon, his sister Joyce, and his brother-in-law
Robert. On the morning of Monday, March 7th, Koyo’s heart
stopped, and resuscitation efforts were unsuccessful.

The Kubose family appreciates all the kind words, memories,
and stories that have been shared with us via phone calls,
texts, emails, and social media. We would also like to inform
you that there will be a memorial service for Rev. Sunnan
Koyo Kubose on Saturday, May 21, 2022 at 11:00 in the
morning (California time).
